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MURRAY  ,   RYAN   ELECTED   TO   HALL   OF   FAME 

 

  Eddie Murray and Nolan Ryan were elected to the SABA Hall of Fame as the result of the 

recent voting.  No other candidates were close to election. 

  Murray, a firstbaseman, played 19 seasons in the league, all with the Zukey Lake Boll 

Weevils.  He had a .292 career batting average with 570 homeruns and 1,944 RBI.  He hit over 

.300 eight times, with a high batting average of .348 in 1990.  Eleven times he hit over 30 homers, 

with a high of 49 in 1985. 

  Murray twice was named league MVP, in 1982 and 1990.  He led Zukey Lake to league 

championships in 1985, 1986, 1987, and 1997. 

  Nolan Ryan played 25 seasons in SABA, 1968-1993, with a number of different teams.  He 

broke in with Maumee River in 1968 and stayed with them through several franchise name 

changes, before going on to play with Heidelberg, Oregon, and Dixie. 

  Ryan won 349 games, which is second on SABA’s all-time list, and struck out 5,231 

batters, tops on SABA’s list by over 1,100.
