Wombats Devour Competition! 
 
The Walla Walla Wombats put up a 19-7 record for 
the opening month of the season for the best record 
in the TML, winning all four series.  They have 
opened up an early 7-game lead in the Steinmetz 
Division over ‘Skayuna.  The Wombat pitching was 
strong, as  they posted a team ERA of 3.33, led by 
Erik Bedard (3-0, 1.23 ERA) and Vance Worley (3-0, 
2.79).  Their offense was led by Paul Konerko 
(.324, 12 R, 15 RBI) and Marco Scutaro (.370, 10 R, 
9 RBI).  Andruw Jones (6 HR) and A-Rod (4 HR, 10 
BB) also contributed. 
 
Elsewhere in the Oceanic Conference, the Ruth 
Division finds only 3 games separating all four 
teams, all of which are .500 or better.
